Directions:

By public transport

Arrive at the central station, Bruxelles Central. Take the tube, line 1 in the direction of
Stokkel. At the stop ‘Arts Loi’ leave the station taking the exit ‘Kunstlaan’. Pleon is on this
road at number 44.

By car

From Ghent

Take the E40 in the direction of Brussels. Arriving in Groot-Bijgaarden, follow the signs
Brussels Centre. At the Koekelberg Basilica drive through the tunnel (Leopold Il tunnel)
in the direction of the centre. Keep on following the R20 driving through the tunnels. The
last tunnel you take is the ‘Kunst-Wet tunnel’. At the Belliard Street turn left on the
Avenue des Arts, next to the houses. Pleon is on the corner at number 44.

From Antwerp

From Antwerp, take the R1 while following the sign ‘Aken-Brussel-Eindhoven-Breda-
Bergen-op-zoom-Haselt-Luik-Turnhout-Mechelen-Haven'. Rejoin the E19/A1 while
following the sign ‘Brussel-Mechelen’. Go through the Craeybeckxtunnel. While passing
next to Mechelen, rejoin the RO. following the sign ‘Namen-Zaventem-Luik-Brussel'.
Rejoin the E40/A3 and follow the sign ‘Brussel-Leuven-Luik’. Keep to the right and follow
signs to “Brussel Centrum.”

When driving into Brussels centre, there will be three tunnels. Take the second tunnel
‘Europese Gemeenschap’ (European Union. After exiting the tunnel, continue driving on
the ‘Corthenberglaan’. Drive strait in the direction of the Schuman-roundabout. On the
roundabout take the ‘Wetstraat’, the largest street of all counting six lanes. Follow the
‘Wetstraat’ to the end until reaching the small Ring (Regentlaan- Kunstlaan) and turn left.
At the next traffic light turn left again. This is the ‘Belliardstraat’. Turn left on the Avenue
des Arts, next to the houses. Pleon is on the corner at number 44,

From Amsterdam/ Breda

Head in the direction of Antwerp. On the Antwerp beltway follow the E19 direction of
Brussels. Stay on the E19 until the end and then follow Brussels/ Leuven, this is the now
the beltway of Brussels. Take the exit Brussels/Leuven (this is the second exit after the
beltway). Keep to the right and follow “Brussel Centrum.”

When driving into Brussels centre, there will be three tunnels. Take the second tunnel
‘Europese Gemeenschap’ (European Union. After exiting the tunnel, continue driving on
the ‘Corthenberglaan’. Drive strait in the direction of the Schuman-roundabout. On the
roundabout take the ‘Wetstraat’, the largest street of all counting six lanes. Follow the
